CTA Connections

At Metra’s Ogilvie Transportation Center most CTA buses
board on Washington or Canal, with frequent service
everyday to downtown and North Michigan Avenue. Board
CTA Green Line trains at the Clinton/Lake elevated
station.

There are also rush hour Express buses to North Michigan
Avenue and lllinois Center/North Pier, as well as seasonal
bus service to the United Center, Soldier Field, and
lakefront museums. During limited AM and PM weekday
hours, CTA offers reduced fares from Metra’s downtown

stations. Outside of downtown, connections can be made
at the Jefferson Park Station to CTA Blue Line trains
(downstairs) which will take you to O'Hare Airport in just 15
minutes.
